Physics Safety Issues

· PI’s are being given more responsibilities as far as safety is concerned

· Important to remind group leaders of walkthroughs and existing violations, corrective actions, etc.

· Project safety questionnaire to be emailed out by K. Hardy – Return to Ron Madaras

· Review answers to questionnaire for new safety hazards, etc. – Good to have these completed by end of June 2006

OSHA Recordable Violations

· Reported to Site Office
· Ergo program needs attention

· Ergo injury at LBNL (Physics)

· Discussion

· Ergo issues, requirements need to be made more clear to supervisors

· Group leaders CAN make employees attend ergo classes, EHS10, and other safety training

Safety Committee Issues

· Maurice going to CERN in May – Leaving Safety Committee

· Ron Madaras will be taking Kathie Hardy’s place as new Safety Coordinator (subject to change)

· Lots of responsibilities for safety coordinator

· Much more emphasis has been given to safety lately

· Proposed reorganization of Safety Committee (handout)
· Siegrist has been in touch with EHS re: Professional Safety Specialist for Physics Safety Comm

· Some new safety responsibilities for group leaders – Can we expect group leaders to be able to do this?

· This HAS NOT been presented to all group leaders

· Some of these things are subject to change

· Group leaders may delegate some of these responsibilities to others in their group

Quarterly Activity Report (Handout)

· List of designated reporters for each group and what needs to be done and how often

· Ensure that safety issues are addressed and protocols are followed

· Group leader should be assigned MSL safety issues (maybe someone in SNAP)
