Who are Non Federal Work for Others Sponsors?

The definition of Non Federal Work for Others (WFO) is covered in SPO’s Non Federal Work for Others Policy.  Non Federal Sponsors typically include:

· U.S. private sector companies including small businesses
· US non-profit
· U.S. institutes of higher learning
· U.S. state and local governments
· Foreign companies
· Foreign governments

· Foreign universities

· International agencies (UN, NATO, European Union, etc.)
· Non-governmental organizations (such as foreign non-profits, etc.)

When should I use a Non Federal Work for Others?

Traditionally, WFO agreements are between the Non-Federal Sponsor and DOE for research to be performed at LBNL for the Sponsor.  There are other proposals that utilize the Non-Federal WFO process:

· Federal funded subawards from universities and other organizations to LBNL.  This also called “Flow Through” awards.  This includes NIH subawards from other Universities.

· Proposals in response to the Federal Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) program where LBNL will work with a small business. (This includes even if there are  no funds to LBNL in Phase I)

· UCOP Special Research Programs such as California Breast Cancer Research Program.

· ALS Participating Research Teams (including the Berkeley Center for Structural Biology – BCSC PRTs)
· Fellowships with Non Federal Sponsors (i.e. American Heart Association)
