
Use Of LBNL Facilities for Animal Research
by Non-LBNL Principal Investigators

To fulfill LBNL’s Assurance of Compliance with Public Health Service Policy on the Humane Care and Use of Laboratory Animals, it is essential that all animal research conducted at LBNL be carried out under an approved Animal Use Protocol. 

The non-LBNL principal investigator must send a copy of an approved animal use protocol with the approval document from his/her Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (be sure to include NIH assurance number for the committee) to the LBNL Animal Welfare and Research Committee (AWRC), MS 26RO143.  Upon receipt of these documents, the AWRC will provide notice of approval for the use of LBNL facilities by the non-LBNL principal investigator.

If the institution does not have an Animal Care Committee, then the Director of Animal Facilities, the investigator’s Department Chairperson, or some other responsible administrator at the Home Institution should sign a memorandum indicating that the investigator’s animal use is in compliance with principles of humane use of animals.

NOTE:

The form is used when animals are brought to LBNL for procedures involving use of an LBNL facility, but are not entered into the LBNL Animal Colony.  If the LBNL Animal Colony is to be used, the investigator must submit an animal use protocol to the LBNL Animal Welfare and Research Committee for review and approval prior to entering animals into the Colony (or ordering animals to be delivered to the Colony).
