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Technical Assistance Agreement (TAA) Procedure
Background and Purpose:

TAAs help businesses solve short term technical problems by providing an opportunity to obtain technical assistance from LBNL. The technical assistance requested must not be available from private facilities on an independent, convenient or timely basis and at a reasonable cost. Provided that the request meets the TAA Program qualifications, LBNL will make every effort to provide the short term technical assistance. 

As a short term agreement, the maximum LBNL expenditure under a TAA is $4,000. This includes salaries, payroll burdens and appropriate overheads for the LBNL researcher or scientist. (Generally this means a few days of technical assistance.) The requester generally bears other expenditures, such as travel and accommodation, if required.

Technical Assistance Agreements are appropriate for: technical consultation, participation in design reviews, education and providing technical information. Generally the TAA involves the utilization of existing technology and no intellectual property is created. The TAA may include (limited) sample testing.

For a request to be considered, a completed “LBNL Technical Assistance Request Form” and a signed 1 page “Technical Assistance Agreement” are submitted to LBNL. TAAs will be reviewed and approved by the Tech Transfer Dept. Head per the following procedure. (LBNL’s goal is an effective, timely approval for requests within the guidelines of the TAA program.)

Procedure:

1.
Requesting company requests (qualifying) technical assistance by filling out the “LBNL Technical Assistance Request Form” and signing the one page “Technical Assistance Agreement.” Both must be signed by an authorized company officer. (See attached forms.)

2.

LBNL Technology Transfer Dept. reviews TAA request, ascertains any conflict of interest, attempts to match request with an available LBNL researcher (if not done) and obtains internal approvals as required. LBNL notifies company and LBNL researcher if accepted or rejected.

4.
LBNL researcher and industry representative agree to timing, travel arrangements, etc., within the scope and conditions of the approved Agreement. Requester sends travel tickets as required.

5.
LBNL and company get together and complete the technical assistance.

Requester assumes all responsibility to conduct whatever survey, studies, test samplings, and other activities are needed to ensure the marketing and ultimate use of safe, efficient and reliable products and services. 

4. In partial consideration of LBNL's assistance, Requester agrees to hold harmless LBNL, DOE, and their respective employees from any liability or claim alleged to arise from the assistance to the Requester.

5. The parties expect that technical assistance can be provided without the Requester disclosing proprietary information. 

6. Neither LBNL nor DOE, nor persons acting on their behalf are liable for any injury to or death of persons or other living things or damage to or destruction of property or for any other loss, damage, or injury of any kind whatsoever, including costs and expenses incurred resulting from discussions, meeting, visits, or any activities or interactions conducted by LBNL to provide technology assistance, advice or other services to the Requester under this Agreement. 

7. Neither LBNL, DOE, nor persons acting on their behalf make any warranty, express or implied: (a) with respect to the merchantability, accuracy, completeness, or usefulness of any services, materials, or information they furnish; (b) that the use of such services, materials or information may not infringe privately owned rights; or (c) that the services, materials, or information they furnish will be adequate or safe for any purpose or will accomplish the intended results or purpose. Furthermore, LBNL and DOE specifically disclaim any and all warranties, express or implied, for any products manufactured, used or sold by Requester. Neither LBNL nor DOE are liable for special, incidental or consequential damages in any event. 

8. Any modification in the terms of this Agreement is valid only if the modification is made in writing and executed by the parties to this Agreement. 

9. The Requester shall promptly comply with LBNL's reasonable requests for information as to the outcome of the Technical Assistance. 

10. LBNL expects to complete the Technical Assistance on a timely basis, but LBNL reserves the right to preempt or delay this work. LBNL or the Requester may also terminate this Agreement at any time, but paragraphs 3, 4, 6, 7, 9 and 11 survive any termination. 

11. The Requester must acquire LBNL's authorized written permission to use LBNL's name.
